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The Vicar Writes
Mary’s Month of May

Two young boys went to stay
overnight with their grandparents. As
they prepared for bed, they bid their
grandmother goodnight and knelt to
say their prayers (Grandma insisted!) in
front of the picture of Mary and Jesus
which hung on the wall in the spare
bedroom.

In their prayers the boys asked God to
protect their family and then one of
them asked Mary, the Mother of Jesus,
VERY LOUDLY, to help bring him a
bicycle for his birthday later that year.
His brother immediately told him to
quieten down, “I’'m sure Our Lord’s
Mother isn’t deaf!” he complained.
know”, replied the older boy, “but
Grandma certainly is!”

In the first chapter of St Luke’s Gospel,
the Blessed Virgin Mary pays a visit to
her cousin Elizabeth who, despite her
advanced years, is also expecting a
child. Upon her arrival, Elizabeth
describes Mary as being ‘blessed’.
Mary is blessed because she believed in
the Lord’s promise to send a Saviour
and because she responded willingly
when asked to play the central role in
what was to follow. Elizabeth praises
the Lord for the wonders he is doing ‘in’
and ‘through’ her cousin’s humanity and
through Mary’s faithful response to his

call.

This episode reminds us that our
prayer can also be one of praise for
what God has done through Mary. In
honouring Mary as the ‘Mother of our
Saviour’, we acknowledge our common
bond with her humanity and we draw
strength from her example of faithful
obedience but, more importantly, we
also give thanks to God for the Christ
that she is helping to bring forth.

Mary is a sister in our humanity, a
companion in our faith and mother of
the one who came to save us all. As
such, she is not only someone who
should inspire and encourage us but
she is a constant reminder to us all that
we all need to bear Christ to a waiting
world, to bring him forth in our own
hearts and lives.

Elizabeth honoured Mary because she
recognised what God was doing in and
through her. Perhaps we could do the
same as we acknowledge the presence
and potential of Christ in everyone we
encounter. We might also consider
making a pilgrimage to one of the
various sites and places associated
with Mary.

Churchyard at Edenham

Some of you may be aware that
cutting the churchyard grass at
Edenham has become something of a
practical and financial challenge. New
financial pressures brought about by
issues with the church building, rising
costs and the need to apply an
incremental increase to our yearly
payments to the Diocese have put the
PCC in a difficult situation. We need
to pay at least £10,000 to the Diocese
of Lincoln this year and the going rate
for cutting the grass from April
through to October could cost almost
a fifth of that amount. It’s not that
the rates are unreasonable (far from
it), it just means that a sizeable
amount of the money we need to
raise each year is given over to grass
cutting.

We don’t currently have a long-term
solution but I've made a start on the
churchyard this year (fifteen hours of
my own time invested so far) and I'm
appealing for help from those who
may have family graves at Edenham.
Firstly, we need to purchase a mower
and strimmer (the church doesn’t
own either) and then I'd like to
explore dividing the churchyard into
manageable sections in the hope that
folk might ‘adopt a section’ (perhaps
where there’s a family grave) and
commit to helping keep the grass
down as much as possible from
Spring to Autumn.

Churchyards are a community asset
but more often than not they’re an
asset that is managed (and financed)
largely by the regular worshipping
community that gathers on a Sunday.
We need help (both financial and
practical) and I'd like to encourage, if
possible, a wider sense of community
ownership. | don’t have any relatives
buried in the churchyard but I'm
doing my best to try and honour
those who are buried there by giving
my time and energy to maintain it. If
you'd like to help me, please drop me
a line via edenhamoffice@gmail.com.

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The Toft Trig Point

Regular travellers around our area will be familiar with the narrow and pot-
holed lane from Toft village to the junction with the Manthorpe to Thurlby
road. On the right is the golf course, then farmland. On the left is a
farmhouse, then more farmland. The verges either side of the lane are quite
wide in places, bounded by tall hedges.

About halfway between the farmhouse and the junction with the Thurlby
road another hedge goes off at right angles to the lane. On the Thurlby side
of this hedge, about 200 yards from the lane is a concrete Ordnance Survey
Trigonometrical Pillar, often called a trig point. Such an edifice is four-sided,
four feet high, two feet square at the base tapering towards the flat top
which holds a brass plate. Unless the hedge has been cut, only taller people
can spot it by standing on tip-toe and peering over the top. Binoculars will be
useful and a long telephoto lens will be needed for photography, which alas |
do not have, hence the rather fuzzy photograph.

The building of trig points on high
ground began in 1935 to assist the
mapping of Great Britain by the
Ordnance Survey. When all the trig
points were in place, it was possible in
clear weather to get a line-of-sight to

one trig point. Careful measurements
of the angles between these lines-of-
sight using an instrument called a
theodolite then allowed the
construction of a system of triangles
which covered the entire country. This
network of triangles originated from a

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precisely measured baseline five miles long on Hounslow Heath near London.
Using trigonometry, the dimensions of the sides and angles of all the other
triangles were calculated. The process was called triangulation and was used
as the basis of the very accurate Ordnance Survey maps we have today.

The man responsible for the design of the concrete trig point, as well as the
planning and implementation of the triangulation, was Brigadier Martin
Hotine, head of the Trigonometrical and Levelling Division of the Ordnance
Survey.

Most people’s experience of trig points is on top of a high hill or mountain, in
the upland areas of Great Britain. The pillar is often surrounded by exhausted
walkers taking selfies and eating sandwiches, usually in thick fog or pouring
rain. In the flatter areas of the country, they are rarer and must be sought
out but are certainly easier to reach.

Originally about 6,500 trig points were built in the period between 1935 and
1962 but many have now been lost due to road building, housing
development and farming. As far as | know, the Toft trig point is the only one
in our area, although there is another one by the hedge on the narrow road
from Pickworth in Rutland to the Al southbound slip road. Trig points, sadly,
are no longer used to construct OS maps, having been replaced by radar,
laser measurement, aerial and satellite photography and the global
positioning system (GPS). However, trig points are still marked on OS maps
by a small triangle and are very useful navigation beacons for climbers,
hillwalkers, mountain bikers and other such energetic people. The height of
the trig point above sea level in metres is marked alongside its symbol. The
Toft trig point is marked as 58 metres which is 190 feet in English.

| cannot even suggest that a visit will be particularly enlightening. There is
nothing much to see; it is after all just a four foot concrete pillar.

Dorothy then showed us how to
make a hat — stretching sinamay
fabric over a wooden block, painting
it with stiffener then leaving to dry.
The crown is treated in the same
way. Nylon wire is stitched to
strengthen the brim and petersham is
stitched on. The hat can be decorated
with sinamay flowers. Fascinators can
be made by attaching feathers to a
comb or headband — much simpler
than a hat.

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Jane’s Seasonal Recipe

This is my variation on a recipe from bbcgoodfood.com. It is made in a slow
cooker so is handy if you have to go out. | make it on Sunday before | go to
Church, then finish it when | get back, so it is ready an hour later.

Slow cooked chicken pasta

100g sliced chorizo

4 chicken thighs

2 tablespoons red chilli pesto
6 sun dried tomatoes

1 teaspoon dried basil
750ml hot chicken stock
300g dried penne pasta
150g spinach

150ml double cream

grated parmesan

Heat the chorizo in a pan over a medium heat. Add chicken and brown for 5
mins. Put chorizo, chicken, chopped sundried tomatoes, basil and 150ml
chicken stock into slow cooker. Mix well. Cook on high for 2 % hours. Add
the pasta and remaining stock, cook for 1 hour, stirring well after 30 mins.
Try to keep the pasta submerged so that it cooks properly. Stir in the
spinach, which will wilt, then stir in the cream. Serve sprinkled with
parmesan.
